Instructions for E911 Addressing: 
 
Grayson County does require the completion of a Development Certificate for the following:  

• E911 Address 
• New Driveway Culvert 

***Before submitting an application for a Development Certificate Application, please 
physically mark the driveway entrance location with a stake and your last name written on it.  
The Precinct Foreman will determine if a culvert is needed.  Applicants will need to install the 
correct size culvert.  Once that is installed the applicant will need to notify the E911 Coordinator, 
Tom Rich at 903-813-4200 ext. 2701 and he will schedule a final driveway inspection.  After the 
Precinct Foreman completes their Final Inspection of the driveway entrance, an address number 
will be assigned within 5-7 business days.  
***Failure to mark the driveway entrance will result in a re-inspection fee of $100.

10. Once the application has been accepted by the Jurisdiction, you will receive an invoice.

Short / Minor Plat Application Requirements: 

• Complete the application online. 
• If the application is not the owner, an Owner Authorization Form. 
• Application Fee paid. 
• If the Short Plat has five (5) or more lots a Drainage Study will be needed. 
• Letters from the water, sewer, and electric utility companies certifying that they will 

provide service to the proposed subdivision. 
• A schedule from the water, sewer, and electric companies certifying when they will 

provide for such service. 
• A Site Suitability study performed by a Registered Sanitarian to verify that all of the 

proposed lots in the subdivision comply with the most recently adopted Grayson County 
Order Entitled On-Site Sewage Facilities. 

• An original blue Tax Certificate from the Tax Collector of each political subdivision in 
which the property is located to certify that there are no delinquent taxes.
